Has the ADM II submission deadline been extended?
Yes, the deadline for ADM II proposal submission has been extended to March 2, 2012 at 5 p.m. EST.
Can I participate although I am not of African descent? 
Yes.  Refer to eligibility criteria.  
I am having trouble locating the ADM II application?
The ADM II application is open and will be accepting proposals through March 2, 2012 at 5 p.m. eastern standard time. You can access the application by clicking on the link at www.diasporamarketplace.net. The online application is the only way to submit a proposal. 
May I view the application before I start working on the real thing? 
The only way to apply for an ADM grant is to follow the link on www.diasporamarketplace.org and complete the online form. If you would like to view the form before starting your application, register in the portal and at the bottom of the registration page you will see a link to a sample application.

Can the ADM Team help me find an eligible business partner? 
We cannot assist you with finding an eligible business partner because it could be considered unfair to other applicants. 
My country is not eligible; can I still submit a proposal? Why is my country not eligible?
Your country is not one of the eligible countries for the ADM II; therefore we cannot accept proposals from it. We will not be expanding the list of eligible countries for the ADM II. The countries were chosen in accordance with the sponsor’s priorities and regulations. 
Are non-profits eligible for the ADM II? 
The ADM II is only accepting proposals from for-profit, private enterprises. We wish you the best in your endeavors. 
My project is not in one of the eligible sectors, can I still submit a proposal?
The eligible sectors for the ADM II competition are ICT, renewable energy and agribusiness. We will be as inclusive as possible when reviewing applications, but successful submissions will have to be related to these sectors in some way. 
The ADM II will be accepting proposals from any sector from Libya and Tunisia only.
I am having issues logging into the application portal or registering, can you help?
Please go back to the application portal and click on the "Need Support". The company that administers the portal has technical support staff that will help you submit your proposal. If they are not responsive please let us know and we will intervene.
I was working on my application the evening of February 2 or the morning of February 3 and I had issues navigating or locating my application.
We experienced some technical difficulties with our application portal February 2. If you are still have trouble logging into or locating your application, please click the “Need Support” link at the bottom of the application portal or email cgsupport@cybergrants.com. The company that operates the portal has professional staff on hand to assist you. If you are still having difficulties or if they are unresponsive, please let us know and we will intervene. 
Also, we have extended the deadline for submissions to March 2, 2012 at 5 p.m. eastern standard time.
